Sports Premium Grant Spending Plan
St Oswald’s CE Primary School

September 2015 to July 2016
The government has provided additional funding to improve provision of physical education (PE) and sport in primary schools. This funding - provided jointly by the Departments for Education, Health and Culture, Media and Sport – has been allocated to primary school head teachers.

This funding is ring-fenced and therefore can only be spent on provision of PE and sport in schools.

Purpose of funding

Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but schools have been given the freedom to choose how they do this. 

St Oswald’s CE Primary School have consulted and decided to use the money to:

· To increase teacher’s confident in delivering high quality PE in order to strengthen teaching and learning in this subject across school

· support and engage the least active children in physical activities 

· pay for professional development opportunities for teachers in PE and sport 

· increase pupils’ participation in the sports and physical activities

· provide places for pupils on after school sports clubs

· improve resources to a support the development of the subject

· increase number of inter-school friendly matches

The impact of the use of the grant will be reviewed at the end of the each year.

Sports Premium is funded in financial years; however, school strategic planning is based on academic years.  Below outlines the income received for the Academic Year September 2015 to July 2016.  It is anticipated that the same grant money will be received for at least another academic year based on similar funding amounts.

	Children across the school had access to a range of high quality sports equipment. Resources were used widely across the school with staff commenting on the improvement of availability of resources for PE lessons/sports clubs.
Sports Council proudly wore their badges throughout the year and felt they had an important role in helping our school through Sport.

Children are now much more protected on the playground during break times and PE lessons as all permanent posts (basketball/netball/target games) are covered in soft, foam post protectors.

	Year 1/2 had a weekly after school club which ran all year by specially employed sports coaches. An extra coach was hired to support an autistic child on a 1:1 basis which enabled him to fully participate and engage in the club. Participation rates of children in KS1 increased as the Year progressed.
Year 3/4 also had a weekly after school club which ran all year by a specially employed sports coach. Participation rates were not as high in this age category, this is something to try and improve in the next academic year.

Coaches were hired to run a football and netball afterschool club in Year 5/6 as well as a rounders club for all of KS2 during the summer term. Participation rates were fairly consistent across the year in both football and netball and around 20 children regularly attended rounders club during the summer term.

School Sports Bronze award achieved for participation rates in competitive fixtures. 

Both our Year 5/6 boys and girls football teams competed in their regional leagues and fulfilled all of their fixtures. In total, 35 children across Year 5 and 6 represented our school through football.

2 netball teams participated in cluster finals with teams including both boys and girls.
Our Year 5/6 tag rugby team progressed to the York schools finals and narrowly missed out on progressing through to level 3.

16 pupils represented school in Level 2 cross country competition at York Knavesmire with 1 Year 6 boy going through to represent us at level 3. 
Y5/6 tennis team narrowly missed out on place in North Yorkshire finals by finishing 3rd. 

Y5/6 Indoor athletics team represented our school in the cluster rounds.

	In my position as PE co-ordinator, I was able to attend 3 full day training courses which were aimed at ensuring school staff are aware of the requirements of National Curriculum PE, the availability and use of the Sports Premium and how to ensure school sport and PE is delivered effectively to all children across the school.

As a result of these courses, I was able to inform all school staff of our strengths and areas of improvement as a school with regards sport and PE. A school staff, pupils and parents questionnaire was devised and administered to help us gain a further insight into where our strengths and areas of improvement were. As a result, an action plan was devised for the remainder of the year which has since been updated for the next academic year.

	All KS2 classes received cricket coaching within PE lessons, supporting teachers in curriculum delivery. 
Unfortunately, both our Year 3/4 and 5/6 phases were unable to provide a team to represent our school as the cricket festival was scheduled for a full day during our academic timetable that caused issues for us to attend. This is something we need to rectify in the next academic year.



Total expenditure for the academic year 2015-16 is £8,415. 

Recommendations for next academic year: 
· Increase the opportunities for FS/KS1 sports participation in school.
· Provide a wider variety of sports activities available for the children to take part in both in school and out of school representing St Oswald’s.
· Set up a partnership with Fulford Secondary School and Fulford Tennis Club to enable the sharing of facilities to benefit all children in our schools.
· Increase the space and quality of playing surface for outdoor and athletics games lessons (possibly a new football pitch and long jump pit for athletics).
· Improve levels of fitness through the introduction of the golden mile/health related fitness clubs. 

· Year 6 play leader training for 2016/17 using PE specialist time to train them.
· Provide a new sports kit for our school teams to wear with pride, emblazed with our school badge. 
· Raise the profile of Sport and PE in our school further through the sharing of achievements in assembly, having an interactive display of sporting activities and events taking place and use of social media to enable parents/visitors to see the positive impact sport is having on our school. 
The level of funding for St Oswald’s Primary School for 2016/17 is expected to be @ £9172.
